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A Note from Leadership

Though a captivating and widely admired sport, tennis often faces challenges
in terms of accessibility, particularly for youth. The game demands specific
infrastructure, equipment, and coaching, making it more difficult for kids in
certain communities to engage in the sport, particularly those surrounding
Randall’s Island in areas including Harlem and the Bronx. Limited access to
tennis facilities and the financial barriers associated with equipment and
lessons can exclude many young players from experiencing the game's
benefits. JMTP recognizes the significance of tennis for youth development.
Beyond the physical advantages of improved coordination and fitness, tennis
fosters essential life skills such as discipline, teamwork, and sportsmanship.
The sport instills a sense of fair play and resilience, teaching young players
to overcome challenges and persevere in both the game and life. Initiatives
aimed at making tennis more accessible can contribute to the holistic
development of youth, offering them valuable opportunities for personal
growth and success. Breaking down barriers to entry ensures that tennis
becomes a game for all, enriching the lives of diverse communities and
nurturing a new generation of athletes. That is why we do what we do.

This year, we have seen tremendous growth across all three JMTP programs -
Community, Excellence, and Advanced Training. There is no other
organization like JMTP that is doing the work that we are doing in the areaq,
and serving the amount of kids that we serve. Thank you to all of the JMTA
coaches, teachers, parents, and donors who make what we do possible.

« The Johnny Mac Tennis Project (JMTP) transforms young lives by removing
the economic, racial and social barriers to success through tennis.

« A 501(c)(3) nonprofit founded by Tennis Hall of Famer John McEnroe, JMTP
infroduces tennis to thousands of under-resourced New York City area
children, particularly those living in East Harlem and the South Bronx, two
communities immediately adjacent to our base at SPORTIME Randall’s Island.

« Young tennis players face tremendous economic barriers to success, as did
Arthur Ashe, the Williams sisters and John McEnroe himself. We offer an
accessible, funded Pathway for student-athletes, tournament players, and
potential world champions. Pathway programs include infroductory group
lessons for local schools and Community Based Organizations, individual
John McEnroe Tennis Academy scholarships, as well as coaching and fravel
support to aspiring college and tournament players.

For our most dedicated young athletes, JMTP provides a
Pathway fo success through competitive tennis, leading to college
scholarships, careers in the industry, and, for a few, professional fennis
careers and, perhaps in the not too distant future .....

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JMTP Programs

@ Community Program
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Community Program participants learn from JMTA coaches, and utilize state-

of-the-art facilities, equipment and learning technologies. In order to capture
their interest and begin instilling at an early age skills that will facilitate their
future success, the JMTP Community Program is geared towards 5-8 year olds.

JMTP invests in empowering local youth from Harlem and the Bronx by offering
free tennis classes throughout the school year. The Community Program
includes 34 weekly sessions, serves over 2,600 students weekly, and is
provided on- and off-site at local public and charter schools. JMTP has
increased it's in-person community programming outreach by 50% year over
year.

Excellence Program

Community Program participants who demonstrate potential and desire to
succeed are invited to the Excellence Program, which features three hours of
dynamic group training each weekend, including fitness. Transportation,
increased personal attention, and personalized tennis equipment (i.e; tennis
sneakers) are all included, with the goal of helping players and their
families prepare for long-term tennis training and success. From Excellence,
there are students who are chosen to receive a full scholarship into the John
McEnroe Tennis Academy.

Advanced Training Program

Through scholarship tryouts, progression through JMTP programs, and a
dynamic recruiting and outreach effort, we place children from under-
resourced families in the Tri-State area into our ongoing programs into the
John McEnroe Tennis Academy. JMTP players have been placed into top

On October 13th, JMTP, alongside NYC Parks and SPORTIME Randall’s
Island, participated in Poor Richard’s Playground ribbon cutting ceremony
to celebrate the $1.4+ million reconstruction project completion, funded by
SPORTIME, that completely refurbished the popular East Harlem play area.
The project included full-depth asphalt replacement, the striping and
painting of five new, "red ball" tennis courts, painting of other asphalt
sections of the playground and new striping of the basketball courts,
replacement of antiquated basketball backboards and nets, replacement of
fencing, new benches and water fountain, and more.

Following the ceremony, we participated in hosting a free tennis clinic for
local youth, hosted by Patrick McEnroe and SPORTIME Executive Director of
Tennis, Mike Barrell. We plan on using these courts to do exactly what we do
in our Community Programming - provide free group tennis instruction and
introduce the sport of fennis to kids. We will also be donating nets and

equipment to the surrounding schools.
